The color of this Premier Cruis char-
acterized by a ruby red. On the nose,
aromas of cherries, blackberries and
coffee with hints of earthiness and
spices go together elegantly. The
mouth, sublimate by elegant tannins,
reminds notes of darker rasberries.
Like Morgeot, La Boudriotte can
have weight, depth, and richness, but
is typically a bit more finessed.
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
